These applications may 
not be received and, therefore, will not be considered.  Due to time constraints, late applications will not 
be accepted.  You will be notified of the committee’s decision by email after each application has been 
reviewed.  The Artists’ Committee reserves the right to accept any, but not necessarily all, submissions 
from each applicant’s art samples. 
 
The Artists’ Ball has grown successfully each year in the number of attendees, the quality of the work 
shown and the number of pieces sold.  With the participation of so many professional artists, we are 
guaranteed a spectacular event for our 61st anniversary show! 
 
We look forward to reviewing your application, and we'd like to encourage you to present your most 
ambitious work.
